
CRIME STATISTICS

The crime statistics are managed and maintained by the police department(s clerical section.  The clerical section is comprised of four non-commissioned employees, of which one of them is a supervisor.  The clerical unit is responsible for most of the department(s records and support the police officers in their duties.  The police clerks serve as the primary contact for the public, providing and soliciting information on many police matters.  The clerical office is available for contact Monday thru Friday from 8am to 6pm, excluding holidays.

The 2009 crime statistics were similar to the previous year.  While burglary crimes and thefts were noticeably lower, malicious mischief and vehicle thefts were higher.  Many of the malicious mischief incidents were due to a rash of BB gun window breaking. Below you will find a chart of the reported 2009 crimes and a comparison chart for 2008.
